Origin: - The expression
comes from the humorous image
of a massive elephant squeezed
into a small room—so large and
impossible to ignore that
pretending it's not there

becomes absurd. Over time, this
vivid metaphor evolved into the modern idiom we use
today to describe unspoken truths, unresolved tensions, or

By the Skin of Your Teeth

Meaning: Just barely or narrowly
escaping a difficult situation.
Origin: Surprisingly, this idiom has
biblical origins. It’s from the Book
of Job in the Old Testament. In Job
19:20, Job says, “My bone cleaveth

to my skin and to my flesh, and I am

escaped with the skin of my teeth.” Now we use the
phrase by the skin of my teeth in pretty much the same
way.

Call it a Day

Meaning: To stop working or to

end an activity.

Origin: - This phrase was born
when a worker was leaving for
home before finishing his full
work day and originally related
to the phrase “call it half a day”
initially found in 1838. It was
used to say goodbye to work by

employees before the working
day was over.

The original appearance of the “call it a day” phrase
was in 1919, and of “call it a night” in 1938 by the
employee those who worked in night.

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Antonio Gaudi was a Catalan architect, whose distinctive
style is characterized by freedom of form, voluptuous color
and texture, and organic unity. Gaudi worked almost
entirely in or near Barcelona, Spain. Much of his career
was occupied with the construction of the Expiatory
Temple of the Holy Family (Sagrada Familia), which is
unfinished at the present time. His work was influenced by
his passions in life: architecture, nature, and religion.

Gaudi's work enjoys global admiration and ongoing
study. His masterpiece, the still-incomplete Sagrada
Familia, is the most-visited monument in Spain.

Much of Gaudi's early work consisted of civic
projects such as lamp posts and gates, as well as crypts and
small buildings for the Catholic church. With the Sagrada
Familia, started in 1882, Gaudi employed a new, original
architectural style which allowed him to reach his goal of
surpassing and perfecting Gothic style. The interior of the
church was constructed like a forest, with tree-like columns
growing into branches to support intertwined arches.

. Throughout his career he
often combined various
architectural styles neo-gothic,
modernistic, art nouveau,
naturalistic, to attain his
unique style. He incorporated
many ornate intricate details,
whimsy and vibrant color in
his projects to the dismay of
many of his peers. Our word
gaudy, meaning excessively
bright, showy, or ornate in a
tasteless, vulgar way is said to
have evolved from the
perception of Gaudi's work.
Gaudi died in 1926 after being hit by a tram, and is buried
in Sagrada Familia. After his death, Gaudi's works suffered
a period of neglect and were largely unpopular among
international critics, who regarded them as baroque and
excessively imaginative. Gaudi's reputation was beginning
to recover by the 1950s, when his work was championed
by Salvador Dali. Gaudi's work was an important
influence on the development of modern construction.

Sagrada Familia

Due to Gaudi's profoundly religious and ascetic lifestyle,
the archbishop of Barcelona proposed Gaudi's beatification
in 1998. This lifestyle earned him the nickname "God's
Architect". His cause for canonization was opened in the
Archdiocese of Barcelona in 2003, and Pope Francis
authorized Gaudi's declaration as Venerable in April 2025.
