ETYMOLOGY - THE HISTORY OF WORDS & PHRASES
When Hell freezes Over

Meaning: It used to mean that one thinks that something
will never happen

Origin: The phrase “when Hell freezes over” is a
common idiom used to express the idea that something is
never going to happen. While its origins are uncertain, it
has been in use for centuries and has become an integral
part of the English language.

One theory suggests that the phrase may have originated
from Norse mythology, where Hel was the goddess of
death and ruled over a frozen underworld. Another theory
points to Christian beliefs about Hell being a place of
eternal fire and torment, making it ever freeze over.

No Dice

Meaning: The expression 'no dice' is a
refusal to accept a proposition - equivalent
to 'nothing doing'.

Origin: - Thisisa U. S. phrase and
originated here in the early 20th century and
is still more used here than elsewhere in the English-
speaking world. Gambling with dice was illegal in many
states and so gamblers went to some pains to hide the dice
when challenged by the police. Courts would sometimes
throw out cases if the dice weren’t offered in evidence.
There are several court records where gamblers were
alleged to have swallowed dice to avoid arrest.

Three Ring Circus
Meaning:A three-ring circus is a
type of show or performance that
occurs simultaneously in three
different rings or stages of a tent.
It’s set up in a way that lets
multiple acts happen all at once,
so the audience gets a well-rounded entertainment
experience.

Origin: We’ve taken the term three-ring circus and
transformed it into an idiom meant to describe a situation
that seems chaotic, confusing, or overwhelming in some
way. You can use it to talk about a situation where there
are too many things going on at the same time or when
something is just hard to manage.

Honey Moon

Meaning: a joyful post-wedding trip
or blissful early phase of marriage,
Origin: - “Honeymoon” combines the
words “honey” and “moon.” The
earliest printed uses date back to the
16th and 17th centuries.

Honey as sweetness: Honey has long
symbolized sweetness, fertility, and good fortune.
Newlyweds were expected to enjoy a sweet period after
marriage.

Moon as a month or cycle: Historically, “moon” often
meant a lunar month. Thus “honeymoon” could literally
mean a sweet month following a wedding.
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
